CITY OF COTTONWOOD

SNOW REMOVAL PARKING POLICY

The City of Cottonwood’s winter and snow removal parking policy is as follows:

City Streets & Right of Ways – No Parking during or following any snowfall or significant ice accumulation between the hours of 2:00 A.M. and 7:00 A.M., or until the streets are plowed from curb to curb, from November 15th to April 15th.   
Business District Streets – (Main Street from Barstad Road to West Second Street, and West First Street from Barstad Road to Front Street) - No parking from 2:00 AM to 7:00 AM, every day from November 15th until April 15th.

All City residents must move their cars and other vehicles off the streets during winter weather, so that it will be possible to clean the streets as efficiently as possible.

Downtown apartment residents who park their vehicles on the street overnight are asked to find other spots to park them during the winter months so that it is possible to clean the streets of snow with minimum delay and difficulty.

Vehicles found in violation of this policy will be ticketed.  
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
