[bookmark: _GoBack]CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES, APRIL 2ND, 2019

A Meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, April 2nd, 2019, 7:00 PM, at the Cottonwood City Hall with Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, Shawn Myers, and Mayor Corey Moseng present. Also present was Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Lyon County Sergeant, Steve Louwagie; Fire Chief, Dale Louwagie; Vallers Township Resident, Ron Timmerman; MaGuire Iron Representative, Chad Edwards; Bookkeeper Accounting Clerk, Samantha Judovsky; and Tri-County News Reporter, Noah Lusti.

Mayor Corey Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

Bliss introduced Samantha Judovsky to the council, as she was set to start with that following Monday, April 8th. 

Council reviewed minutes from the March 19th, 2019 Regular City Council Meeting.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the minutes from the March 19th Regular City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0402 donations to the Cottonwood Ambulance Service.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve Resolution 2019_0402 donations to the Cottonwood Ambulance Service. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed and discussed the Waste Hauler Permit for Waste Management, there was an understanding that they no longer serviced the City of Cottonwood and directed Bliss to check into the reasoning for their application.

Approval for Waste Hauler Permit for Waste Management was tabled upon further review.

Chad Edwards presented information from MaGuire Iron on the service that is provided to the City of Cottonwood’s water towers. Edwards stated that he was not sure when or if the contracts for MaGuire Iron were still active, he did bring updated ones in the event that the contracts did lapse. Edwards also informed the City Council on the visit he had earlier in the day with Cottonwood Public Works Department employee, Randy Fenger. Edwards and Fenger went through the main water tower to determine what repairs were imminent to report back to the City Council for approval. Two areas of repair were found, one being that the overflow pipe looked as though it had duct tape around the top that would require further investigating and another being a replumbing of the recirculation system. City Council asked about why the recirculation system was needing repaired when it was reported in January that a custom hose was ordered, Edwards explained that as far as he could tell the hose currently in use is made of plumbing hose that was a good quick fix. Edwards found the custom ordered hose laying in the base of the water tower but it too large and will not work with the city’s water tower recirculating system.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve the contracts with MaGuire Iron on the basis that there are no existing contacts between the City of Cottonwood and MaGuire Iron. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed four estimates that Bliss received from Tri-State Pump & Control totaling $25,784.92. The first estimate is for the Northwood Lift Station totaling $7,720.00, the current pump has an intake that is too small and needs to be replaced with a new Myers Pump to provide equal intake for both pumps. The next two estimates are for the Shoreview Lift Station pump emergency repair totaling $4,579.92 and a new Myers Pump totaling $7,035.00 that will replace the repaired pump. The final estimate is for one of the Main Lift Stations totaling $6,450.00 to repair two Hydromatic Pumps.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve the four estimates from Tri State Pump & Control totaling $25,784.92. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Council reviewed the 2018 Consumer Confidence Report, Bliss reported that no violations were recorded and that information regarding the report can be found on the website, in the newspaper, and on the April utility bills.

Bliss gave her admin report that included information regarding attendance of the 2019 Loss Control Workshop in Redwood Falls on April 3rd; Jon Jeseritz providing the city quotes for LED lighting in the city shop, city offices, and fire hall; updates on the status of the local declaration and the 30 day extension of the Lyon County Disaster Declaration; updates on the progress of closing the 2016 Street project; and finally the Lyon County Ditch Meeting that went over the redetermination of benefits for several ditches in the area.

Council reviewed the financial statement of monthly cash balances versus the 2019 budget that included fund balances, revenues, and expenditures for each department. Some of highlights were the major revenues that exceeded budgeting that included $1,535 for licenses/permits and $23,399 for fire contracts. Expenditures that fell outside the quarterly budget projections included $5,733.27 in legal fees/postage for the administration office, $9,596.39 in public works overtime, $11,161.68 in lift station repairs, and $4,480.57 in water tower repairs. 

Council requested that Year-to-Date columns be added to the report, other than that the new financial report presentation was a nice monthly summary.

Sergeant Louwagie presented the Lyon County Sheriff’s Department incident report for month to date calls for the City of Cottonwood.

City Council reviewed the Firemen’s Relief Association Retirement dates that needed approval for the yearly audit.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve the Firemen’s Relief Association Retirement dates. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried. 

The City Council was presented with information from the Fire Department Committee that reviewed fire contract pricing. The committee was recommending that the price per section be dropped to $461.00 for the 2019 service year. This proposal was due to the increasing costs the townships were seeing from a harsh winter. Council reviewed the contract addendums that would be mailed out as well as information that will be sent to the townships that have already paid their 2019 contracts. Chief Louwagie also informed the City Council that a meeting will be planned in September or December with the townships to discuss prices that everyone will be happy coming to an agreement on.

Vallers Township board member, Ron Timmerman, and the City Council engaged in conversation about the fire contracts and his appreciation for considering the reduction in price per section for 2019 as well as the open communication moving forward.

A motion by Joel Dahl to accept the contract addendums for the 2019 fire contracts. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Council reviewed the March minutes from the monthly Fire Department meeting.

Chief Louwagie also informed the City Council that Emergency Apparatus was at the fire hall on the first to inspect the pumper truck where they did discover some damage done during the flood on Northwood. 

The City Council was presented with the resignation letter of Terry Dieken from the Cottonwood Ambulance. The City Council thanked him for his years of service and discussed ways to show their gratitude for his 40 plus years of service.

A motion by Mike Horner to accept Dieken’s resignation. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed the February minutes from the monthly Ambulance meeting.

City Council reviewed a request from 210 Northwood Drive for a building permit to construct a 36’ x 40’ accessory structure. Discussion took place over concerns for the height of the structure and the impervious surface of the lot. City Council also requested more information on the structure pertaining to the materials, height & pitch, side walls, and aesthetics. The permit was tabled until further information can be gathered and reported back at the next meeting.

City Council also reviewed information from the Lyon County Highway Engineer for a request to grant a second driveway on the property of Jay Stromback on CR 75. It is the policy of the county that additional driveways may be granted within city limits upon approval from the city.

A motion by Joel Dahl to grant approval for the second driveway request. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

A motion by Shawn Myers to pay the monthly bills. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried with an abstain from Shannon Geihl.

No visitors were present.

Council reviewed a list of future meetings.

A motion by Shawn Myers to adjourn the City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried at 8:30 PM.
