CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES, AUGUST 20TH, 2019

[bookmark: _GoBack]A Meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, August 20, 2019, 7:00 PM, at the Cottonwood City Hall with Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, Shawn Myers, and Mayor Corey Moseng present. Also present was Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Lyon County Deputy, Ben Her; Bookkeeper Accounting Clerk, Samantha Judovsky; and Public Works Manager, Randy Fenger.

Mayor Corey Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

Council reviewed minutes from the August 6, 2019 Regular City Council Meeting.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve the minutes from the August 6, 2019 Regular City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed the consent agenda items that included the rescinding of Resolution 2019_0723A and Resolution 2019_0820 Lakeview Booster Club Gambling Application.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the consent agenda. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed an update ATV-Golf Cart Application with questions on the ordinance statement of driving after dark and the permit sticker placement. City Administration was directed to coordinate with the Sheriff’s Office to make sure we are in line with their requirements. Follow up on the application will take place at the next meeting.

Fenger presented information on what has been taking place with the Public Works Department. Rick Jeseritz would be replacing the fire hydrant on Bob Moore’s property, road work from Fuller and Bargen is complete, and Rick Jeseritz cleaned up the tree site and leveled it off.
 
Council requested an update on Lindsay Court and the progress on the repairs of the sewer intakes. It was noted that the State is being blamed for the work not being complete therefore the trench has remained open for the past week. Council also inquired about the lamp holes and if they had been sealed with the plugs that were recommended to Christians, to which they were informed that the lamp holes were still open.

Council directed the Public Works Department to purchase the seals and move forward with the closing of the lamp holes at the expense of the City. Council also discussed the final action that would be taken to get the RV sewer intakes repaired or capped. Bliss stated that the city attorney has been given information on what is taking place in Lindsay Court regarding the sewer lines so that we know which process of abatement we can follow.

A motion by Shawn Myers to set a deadline for the first of September that Lindsay Court’s sewer shall be remedied by the City contingent on the city attorney’s decision. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.
Bliss presented the Administrator’s Report that included an update on the audit, GWOH day on September 8th, Norcraft, and water shut off notices.
Bliss also discussed the meeting of Sham Lake and the County tiling project. It was clarified at the meeting by the County that if the landowners decide to take the private route of retiling then the City would not be responsible for any benefits or costs associated with the project.

Lyon County Deputy Ben Her presented the monthly incident report.

Council reviewed the minutes from the August Fire Department Meeting.

Council reviewed building permit 2019_20 for 54 Lakeview Drive, 15x24 addition.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve permit 2019_20. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried. 

Council reviewed building permit 2019_21 for 264 East Main Street, 8x10 patio. 

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve permit 2019_21. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Council reviewed building permit 2019_22 for 163 Park Street, 13x16 addition. 

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve permit 2019_22. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Council reviewed building permit 2019_23 for 400 East 4th Street North, 16x63 Cement Landing. 

A motion by Shawn Myers approve permit 2019_23. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed a list of future meetings.
