DECEMBER 17, 2019 MEETING MINUTES OF THE CITY COUNCIL

A meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, December 17, 2019, 7:00 pm, in the Cottonwood City Hall with Mayor, Corey Moseng; Council members; Mike Horner, Shannon Geihl, and Shawn Myers present. Also present were Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Lyon County Sheriff’s Officer, Sergeant Louwagie; Accounting Clerk-Bookkeeper, Samantha Judovsky. Council member Joel Dahl was absent.

Mayor Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the December 3, 2019 minutes. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve Resolution 2019_1217 $100 Donation to the Cottonwood Community Center. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve Resolution 2019_1217A Support for the 2020 Bonding Request. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

The final updated End of the Year bill list was added to the agenda.

Bliss updated the council on the water main break, Thein Well work, and the preparation for the end of the year. The water main break occurred on the 8-inch main line that runs down Main Street, there was a total water loss of 679,300 gallons, and the break was repaired within 24 hours. There was also an issue with the pipe in the well house that was damaged from pressure during the break, chlorine gas did leak into the well house and the pipe requires replacement. Jeff Dale from Rural water has recommended the installation of a Variable Frequency Drive to help alleviate the sudden pressure on the system when the well pump kicks on and off. Thein Well replaced the pipe and pump on the main well, there was a thin hole wearing in the side of the pump, so the replacement was needed. 

Sergeant Louwagie presented the Lyon County Sheriff’s Office incident report.

Council reviewed the minutes from the November Ambulance Meeting.

Council reviewed information on the variable frequency drive that was recommended by Rural Water’s Jeff Dale. With the absence of Fenger from the meeting, Bliss was not 100% sure of the details so the topic was tabled until the first meeting in January.

Council discussed the request from Brandon Jeseritz to hook on to the City’s water main that runs past Agri-Systems. Jeseritz intends to build a new home in the fall of 2020 that he would hook onto the water line. More research is needed on the topic and will be tabled until a later meeting.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the payment on the monthly bills. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.
