Justin Deuel reported on some highlights included in the proposed City of Cottonwood Snow Plow and Removal Policy.  After close review of the proposed policy, a motion by Myers to adopt the City of Cottonwood Snow Plow and Removal Policy.  Seconded by Horner. Carried.

A motion by Dahl to approve Derek Naab as vehicle custodian for the Cottonwood Ambulance Service (Term expires 1/31/2022).  Seconded by Myers.  Carried. 

A motion by Myers to approve the contract between Pyrotechnic Display Inc. and the City of Cottonwood for the 2019 Cottonwood Coming Home Days fireworks display in the amount of $4,350.  Seconded by Dahl.  Carried.  

A motion by Joel Dahl to contribute $200 to the Lakeview After-Prom Committee.  Seconded by Shannon Geihl.  Shawn Myers abstained.  Carried.  

A motion by Myers to adjourn.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried.
