Also present was Charles Seipel; Justin Deuel; Teather Bliss; Sheriff’s Deputy, Brandon Coens; and Teresa Schreurs.

Mayor Corey Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.  

Seipel led the Mayor and all City Council Members in taking the oath of office.  

A motion by Myers to Close the Regular City Council Meeting.  Seconded by Horner.  Carried. 

A motion by Dahl to open the Public Hearing on Citizen Participation Plan for SCDP (DBDG) Application.  Seconded by Myers.  Carried. 

Teresa Schreurs stated that this public hearing is required prior to submitting the final SCDP application to Minnesota DEED.  The City of Cottonwood has teamed up with the City of Boyd to submit a preliminary application for the program that will provide grant funds for home owner rehabilitation and be available to income eligible households.  The preliminary application has been approved.  

A motion by Geihl to close the Public Hearing on Citizen Participation Plan for SCDP (DBDG) Application.  Seconded by Myers.  Carried. 

A motion by Myers to open the Regular City Council Meeting.  Seconded by Horner.  Carried.  

A motion by Dahl to approve the minutes of the December 18th Mid-Month Council Meeting and the December 27th Special Council Meeting.  Seconded by Myers.  Carried. 

A motion by Dahl to appoint Shawn Myers as Council Vice-President for 2019.  Seconded by Horner.  Carried. 

A motion by Horner to appoint Shannon Geihl to the City Council Committees, including the EDA, that were served by Mike Lee in 2018 and to reappoint the Mayor and all other Council Members to the committees that each served in 2018.  Seconded by Myers.  Carried.  

A motion by Horner to appoint Justin Deuel as the Deputy Weed Inspector for 2019.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried. 

A motion by Dahl to designate Tri-County News as the official city newspaper for 2019.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried.  

A motion by Myers to designate United Southwest Bank of Cottonwood and Bremer Bank & Trust of Marshall as the official depositories for 2019.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried. 

A motion by Horner to authorize the City Clerk-Administrator to pay regular monthly bills as they are received prior to monthly City Council approval.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried.  

A motion by Myers to authorize the City Clerk-Administrator to handle investments of idle City funds until his resignation on February 28, 2019.  Seconded by Dahl.  Carried. 

A motion by Dahl to appoint Dale Louwagie as the Emergency Services Coordinator (Civil Defense Director) for 2019.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried.  

A motion by Dahl to approve the plumbing license for Jeseritz Construction and E.T. Heating and Cooling.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried 

A motion by Horner to accept a $100 contribution from the Cottonwood Senior Citizens Center.  Seconded by Myers.  Carried.      

A motion by Dahl to approve the contract with Richard W. Holmberg LTD. for conducting the City’s 2018 financial audit.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried. 

Teresa Schreurs presented the preliminary SCDP application that was submitted to Minnesota DEED on behalf of the Cities of Cottonwood and Boyd.  

A motion by Myers to work with DSI to submit a final SCDP application to Minnesota DEED.  Seconded by Horner.  Geihl abstained.  Carried. 

A motion by Dahl to publish and post the notice for procurement of grant administration.  Seconded by Horner. Geihl abstained.  Carried. 

A motion by Myers to approve the Resolution for Cooperative Agreement of Joint SCDP Application with the City of Boyd.  Seconded by Horner.  Geihl abstained.  Carried.  

A motion by Geihl to approve the special permit for alcohol on public property by Lakeside CAC for an event to be held on January 18, 2019 at the Cottonwood Community Center.  Seconded by Myers.  Carried. 

A motion by Myers to accept a $200 contribution to the Cottonwood Ambulance Service from the Hanley Falls Senior Citizens Center.  Seconded by Dahl. Carried. 

Seipel presented a zoning permit application from Damien Javens at 181 Shoreview Drive for an 810 sq. ft. concrete driveway addition, 20’ X 12’ wood deck addition with roof and railing (back), and 32’ X 8’ wood deck addition (front).  A motion by Dahl to approve the zoning permit application.  Seconded by Horner.  Carried. 

A motion by Horner to approve the monthly bills.  Seconded by Geihl.  Carried.   

A motion by Myers to adjourn.  Seconded by Horner.  Carried.
