CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES, JULY 23RD, 2019

[bookmark: _GoBack]A Meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, July 23, 2019, 7:00 PM, at the Cottonwood City Hall with Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, and Mayor Corey Moseng present. Also present was Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Lyon County Sergeant, Adam Connors; Bookkeeper Accounting Clerk, Samantha Judovsky; DSI Representative, Dan Popowski; and Tri-County News Reporter, Noah Lusti. Citizens present were Rick Christians, Nathan Paradis, and Lexi Paradis. Council member Shawn Myers was absent.

Mayor Corey Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

Council reviewed minutes from the July 2, 2019 Regular City Council Meeting.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve the minutes from the July 2, 2019 Regular City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed the consent agenda items that included two donations and the Lakeview Booster Club Gambling Application.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve the consent agenda. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council requested Bliss to follow up at the next meeting with a job description for a Public Works Technician.

Bliss gave an audit update, ClerkBooks was still working to find the discrepancies and are hoping for presentation at the August Mid-Month Council Meeting.
 
Dan from DSI presented documents requiring either motion or signatures for the next step of the Small Cities Grant Program awarding. The documents included the Notice of Intent to Request Release of Funds, DEED Grant Contract, Service Agreement, Certificate of Categorical Exclusion, Request for Release of Funds and Certification, and Resolution Adopting Small Cities Development Grant Plans and Documents.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve Resolution 2019_0723C Adopting Small Cities Development Grant Plans and Documents. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried. Shannon Geihl Abstained.

Bliss presented the Administrator’s Report that included an update on grants research, the formation of the Cottonwood Area Community Foundation, listing of the Norcraft building on LOIS, and the Loss & Control Inspection on August 6th.
Council reviewed building permit 2019_13 for 

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve the contracts with MaGuire Iron on the basis that there are no existing contacts between the City of Cottonwood and MaGuire Iron. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed the minutes from the July Fire Department Meeting.
Council reviewed minutes from the June Ambulance Meeting.

Lyon County Sergeant Connors presented the monthly incident report.

Council reviewed building permit 2019_13 for 231 East Prairie Street, the replacement of a front porch deck. 

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve permit 2019_13. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried. 

Council reviewed building permit 2019_14 for 60 East Main Street, new construction of a 12 x 16 shed. 

A motion by Mike Horner to approve permit 2049_14. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council discussed the continued rise in difficulty of enforcing the zoning ordinances and the lack of ability to monitor every piece of construction that takes place in town. Council member Horner discussed the potential need for the building code and requested it become a regular agenda item.

Council also discussed the need for a fine to be imposed on those that fail to get a building permit or start work before a permit has been approved. It was requested that Bliss put information about building permits on the back of the utility bills.

A motion by Joel Dahl to charge a $50.00 fee to those that violate the zoning ordinance relating to building permits. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed a $8291.97 estimate from Jeseritz Electric to install a back up generator at the maintenance shop that includes a transfer switch so that the entire building can remain powered during an outage versus the gas-powered generator they utilize now that only powers one door at a time. Lyon County has agreed to cover a third of the expense as per the sublease agreement.

Motion by Joel Dahl to accept the estimate from Jeseritz Electric for a generator. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed information regarding the Inflow & Infiltration as well as manholes and sewer backups in Lindsay Court. It was discussed that the RV Park and “lamp holes” that are wide open and allowing severe ground water inflow needed to be fixed as it is a danger to the sanitary sewer system. Owner, Rick Christians, expressed his concern over the drainage from the park to the county ditch and when the City would take charge of cleaning the ditch. Council instructed Bliss and Fenger to look into the ditch and who’s responsibility it will be to maintain the ditch. It was also determined that the City would look into who is responsible for the maintenance of the sewer lines in Lindsay Court and follow up. Council and Christians agreed that a two-week time frame is an acceptable time to have the RV park intakes repaired and the “lamp holes” capped.

Council reviewed the required liability waiver form for insurance renewal with the League. The recommendation is to not waive coverage so that the city is protected from possible litigation expenses over $500,000.

A motion by Mike Horner to not waive the liability. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council discussed the picnic tables that are rented out to members of the community and other communities. It was decided that when other communities such as Wood Lake and Hanley Falls need the tables.

Rick Christians addressed Council about health and safety concerns in the park that the City was notified about. It was suggested that Christians go visit the tenants of his park to gain further knowledge of the issues within the park.

Council reviewed a list of future meetings.

A motion by Mike Horner to adjourn the City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried at 9:00 PM.
