CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES, JULY 2, 2019

A Meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, July 2, 2019, 7:00 PM, at the Cottonwood City Hall with Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, Shawn Myers, and Mayor Corey Moseng present. Also present was Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Bookkeeper, Samantha Judovsky; Public Works Technician, Randy Fenger; and Lyon County Sergeant, Steve Louwagie.

Mayor Corey Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

Council reviewed minutes from the June 4, 2019 City Council Meeting.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve the minutes from the June 4, 2019 City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0702 donations to the City of Cottonwood.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve Resolution 2019_0702 donations to the City of Cottonwood. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0702A donations to the Cottonwood Fire Department.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve Resolution 2019_0702A donations to the Cottonwood Fire Department. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve Resolution 2019_0702B $136,900 GO Equipment Certificate. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0702C Off Site Gambling Application.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve Resolution 2019_0702C Off Site Gambling Application. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed the 2019-2020 Tobacco License Application for Dollar General Retailers, LLC.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve the 2019-2020 Tobacco License for Dollar General. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

The issue in Lindsay Court with the broken and exposed sanitary sewer intakes was added to the agenda under the § III. Public Works

A motion by Shawn Myers for John Mazitello of Sambatek to design a preliminary cost and maintenance plan for a new main lift station including demolition costs with an option for rehabilitation. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed ongoing material for a new Sump Pump & Inflow and Infiltration Ordinance. The current draft reviewed by council included items such as the ability to inspect sump pump hookups, permitting for winter discharge, the timeline of required compliance, fines and fees, a tagging system for dual plumbed sump pumps, and disconnection capabilities for habitual failures to comply.

Council reviewed quotes for the repair and replacement of portions of Shoreview Drive, Cottonwood Street, and Northwood Drive. Portions of the repairs would be submitted to FEMA for disaster relief due to damages from frost heaves and heavy rainfall. Quotes were received from Duininck Incorporated in the amount of $125,837.18 and from Fuller Paving in the amount of $110,654.80. 

A motion from Shawn Myers to approve Fuller Paving to do the quoted repairs and replacements for Shoreview Drive, Northwood Drive, and Cottonwood Street. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Council reviewed an estimate from Bargen Incorporated for patching work on Juno Lane and Lindsay Drive, infrared patching of several manholes throughout town, and mastic gap repairing to Northwood Drive. Bliss informed the Council that the patch work on Juno Lane and Lindsay Drive will already be started due to the damage being caused by frost heaves that will be turned into FEMA for disaster relief. The total estimate for the three areas of work came to $32,475.20. Because of the needed work on the previous motion and the future work on areas of the sanitary sewer, the Council discussed doing part of the work for now and budgeting for the remainder in the coming year or so.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve Bargen Incorporated to do the estimated patching on Juno Lane and Lindsay Drive as well as the infrared patching on the manholes while budgeting for the mastic gap repairs for a later year. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council discussed the position of the Public Works Director and whether or not the position would be an external or internal hire. The discussion centered around internal promotions and co-managing. Direction was made that the personnel committee would meet with the current Public Works Department individually as well as the full department in a work session with Council.

Bliss gave a small report on the public works department regarding the hire of Tate Varpness and Ernie Viaene for the Seasonal positions. A lot is being done with the parks and getting taken care of with the extra help, the two guys are also been a great asset and hardworking. 

Council discussed the issues of not having somewhere to put tools in the new Chevy pickup and directed Bliss to do cost comparisons on a side box for the pickup. 

Council discussed the issues of Inflow & Infiltration in Lindsay Court due to the failure of the Park owner and/or grounds manager to properly repair and replace broken sanitary sewer intakes. These broken intakes are found in low lying areas that tend to flood in the Park, creating a large issue for the City’s Sanitary System. 

Council directed Bliss to send a letter to the owner of Lindsay Court to properly correct the issues by July 31st or the City shall issue an emergency abatement to correct the issues at the expense of the owner.

Bliss presented the administrator’s report which updated the council on the Small Cities Development Program and that applications are available to the public. An update was also given on the 2018 Audit, there are still issues being sorted out from the alteration of the 2017 Trial balances and a 30-day extension was filed with the State. Corey, Dale, and Teather attended the FEMA briefing for the Lyon County Disaster Declaration. The Minnesota Homeland Security and Emergency Management will be heading the relief process.

The properties of Julie Jaeger were brought forth to the Council. Jaeger was sent an ordinance violation letter for her properties in the City of Cottonwood, stating that she had 30 days to make the necessary corrections. No corrections were made so the Council would need to decide on the next course of action which per ordinance would be the abatement process.

Council directed Bliss to send the letter stating the abatement process.

Council reviewed building permit 2019_12 for a cement patio at 750 W 1st Street South.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve permit 2019_12 for a cement patio. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Council reviewed the Lake Park Market’s request for Special Alcohol Permit.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the Special Permit for Alcohol. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed the Community Center Application and Special Permit for Alcohol Request for the Vandelanotte Reception on August 2nd, 2019. 

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve the Special Permit for Alcohol requested by Lukas Vandelanotte. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Lyon County Sheriff Sergeant, Steve Louwagie, presented the Council with the monthly Incident Report. Discussion also took place about watching for ATVs and Carts without permits and proper signage.

Council reviewed the minutes from the June Fire Department Meeting.

Council reviewed the minutes from the May Ambulance Service Meeting.
Council reviewed the resignation of Barb Fry from the Cottonwood Ambulance Service.  

A motion by Mike Horner to accept the resignation of Barb Fry, Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

A motion by Joel Dahl to pay the monthly bills. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.
No Visitors present.

Council reviewed a list of future meetings.
