A Meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, June 4th, 2019, 7:00 PM, at the Cottonwood City Hall with Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, Shawn Myers, and Mayor Corey Moseng present. Also present was Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Lyon County Sheriff, Eric Wallen; Tri-County News Reporter, Noah Lusti.

Mayor Corey Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

Council reviewed minutes from the May 21st, 2019 Work Session.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve the minutes from the May 21st, 2019 Work Session. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed minutes from the May 21st, 2019 City Council Meeting.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve the minutes from the May 21st, 2019 City Council Meeting. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed minutes from the May 29th, 2019 Personnel Hearing.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the minutes from the May 29th, 2019 Personnel Hearing.
Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0604 donation to the Cottonwood Senior Citizen Center.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve Resolution 2019_0604 donations to the Cottonwood Senior Citizen Center. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed application 2019_4 Garbage Hauler Permit for Waste Management.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve application 2019_4 Garbage Hauler Permit for Waste Management. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Agenda item, financials, was added under central administration.

Council reviewed a job posting for the Public Works Department temporary seasonal position. Council directed Administrator Bliss to check with the city’s insurance on age requirements and equipment operation before posting.

A motion by Shawn Myers to post for the Public Works Department temporary, seasonal position. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Bliss presented the Administrator’s Report with information regarding the continuing progress of the sump pump ordinance, the continuing work on the tile line running into Sham Lake, that both water towers were online, fire hydrant parts are still being ordered to repair the five hydrants, the schedule of when mosquito spraying will begin which was June 5th, and the awarding of the Small Cities Grant to Cottonwood in the total of $414,000.

Council was also presented in the Administrator’s Report about an upset citizen on Vermillion regarding curb and gutter repairs that were continually promised but never done to correct a year-round pooling issue. The Public Works Department was made aware and would be looking into the issue.

Council discussed different options with the tile line at Sham Lake which led to direction to Administrator Bliss gathering information regarding Fenske’s pond tile line, Lakeview’s holding pond drainage flow, and information from 1970s ledger. Council also discussed the curb and gutter issue on Vermillion. They stated that they will take a look at the location and asked about solutions from the Public Works Department.

Council reviewed financial information for month to date. The largest expenses were found in the sanitary sewer due to the payments to Tri-State Pump for lift station repairs, the public works department for the final Streets payment to Duininck, and the purchase of Ferno cots for the Ambulance. 

City Council reviewed a request from 587 West First Street for a building permit for the construction of a 25x25 two car garage. The accessory structure met all requirements for the permit with a 34% impervious surface.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve the building permit for 587 West First Street. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

City Council reviewed a request from 340 Northwood Drive for a building permit to move a 10x16 storage shed onto the property. The accessory structure met all requirements for the permit with a 22% impervious surface.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the building permit for 340 Northwood Drive. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

City Council reviewed a request from 384 West Main Street for a building permit to move a 8x16 storage shed onto the property. The accessory structure met all requirements for the permit with a 34% impervious surface.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve the building permit for 384 West Main Street. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

City Council reviewed a request from 53 Monico Circle for the addition of an above ground pool, deck, and fence. The additions met all requirements for the permit with a 24% impervious surface.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve the building permit for 53 Monico Circle. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Sheriff Wallen presented the City Council with the latest incident report.

Council reviewed a list of bills to be paid pending approval.

A motion by Shawn Myers to pay the pending bills. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

No Visitors present.

A motion by Shawn Myers to adjourn the City Council Meeting. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried at 845 PM.
