[bookmark: _GoBack]CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES, MAY 21ST, 2019

A Meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, May 21st, 2019, 7:00 PM, at the Cottonwood City Hall with Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, Shawn Myers, and Mayor Corey Moseng present. Also present was Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; City Attorney, Mike Cable; Bookkeeper, Samantha Judovsky; Public Works Technician, Al Olsen; Insurance Agent, Derek Dahl; and Citizen, Josh Fragodt; Lyon County Sergeant, Adam Connor; Tri-County News Reporter, Noah Lusti.

Mayor Corey Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

Council reviewed minutes from the May 7th, 2019 City Council Meeting.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve the minutes from the May 7th, 2019 City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0521 donations to the Cottonwood Fire Department.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve Resolution 2019_0521 donations to the Cottonwood Fire Department. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0521A donations to the Cottonwood Fire Department.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve Resolution 2019_0521A donations to the Cottonwood Fire Department. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0521B donations to the City of Cottonwood.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve Resolution 2019_0521B donations to the City of Cottonwood. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0521C EMS Week Proclamation.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve Resolution 2019_0521C EMS Week Proclamation. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed draft Sump Pump & Inflow and Infiltration Ordinances. Bliss will bring a final draft to the council that includes items such as the ability to inspect sump pump hookups, permitting for winter discharge, fines and fees, and a tagging system for dual plumbed sump pumps. Discussion also took place over the current ordinance and to include several pieces of it within the new ordinance.

Council reviewed information regarding the approval of the wellhead protection plan from the Minnesota Department of Health. Information that was presented included the implementation process that will done over the next 5 years.

Bliss presented the Administrator’s Report with information regarding the status of the audit, flood emergency, insurance claims, and communication service providers. Holmberg & Associates were on site May 15th and gathered needed information for the report. It was discovered that at some point in June 2018, the Trial Balances were changed and no longer match 2017 closing. Bliss will be working with ClerkBooks to get the Trial balances corrected so that the audit can be complete. On May 9th, Bliss meet with HSEM to turn in the flood emergency expenses. The total disaster loss was $33,697.19. The next step will be to meet with FEMA. 

Insurance claims were determined on the incident of Vermillion Court Lift Station Generator and the Northwood Drive Lift Station Sewer Back Up. Both claims were denied. The generator was denied due to the location of the lift station being in a 100-year flood plain classified C. The Northwood Drive incident was not covered due to the fact that there was no way to expect that the street around the manhole was going to collapse. Derek Dahl presented the Council with information regarding the Leagues opinion on no-fault sewer backup coverage, that even in this case if the city would have had the additional backup coverage that it would not have covered the Northwood Drive incident. Council directed the City Department’s to get together with residents from Northwood so that a timeline can be put together with all parties weighing in. Council also directed Bliss to see what FEMA will cover with the citizen’s homes and then resubmit the claim to the League. 

Council reviewed a newsletter to be sent out to all residents. Information about the tree site was suggested to be placed within the newsletter.

Council reviewed a quote from Rolyan Buoys for the purchase of 3 new buoys for the swimming beach. The buoys were never ordered in the prior year as told to the city council; therefore, Bliss and Olsen were requesting to purchase the buoys based off the quote. Mayor Moseng instructed staff to get the buoys ordered. Sergeant Connor also informed the council that there may be buoys at the Sheriff’s Office that are not being used that the City could take. He will follow up with Bliss on the information.

City Council reviewed a request from 156 Shoreview Drive for a building permit for the construction of a 12x20 utility shed from Dakota Storage. The accessory structures met all requirements for the permit with a 24% impervious surface.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the building permit for 156 Shoreview Drive. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

City Council reviewed a request from 154 East Prairie Street for a building permit to put up a fence. The fence meets all requirements for the permit.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve the building permit for 154 East Prairie Street. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Sergeant Connor presented the City Council with the latest incident report. He reported that the dumping of the TVs at the Main Lift Station was still being looked into. 
Council engaged in conversation about illegal dumping in the city and directed Bliss to look into trail cams for at least the tree dump site.

Council reviewed the minutes from the May Fire Department Meeting.

Council reviewed the minutes from the April Ambulance Service Meeting.

The ongoing topic of the city tile that flows into Sham Lake was discussed. Bliss explained to the council that herself and John Mazzitello were discussing the possibility that because the tile is clay from the 1930s, it is severely broken and collapsed therefore giving the groundwater an outlet to Sham Lake. The tile line is also most likely below the frost line, therefore there would not be any freezing and the saturated ground would flow all year. The City Council directed Bliss and Olsen to contact the DNR and get permission to go in at least three feet from the outlet and cap off the line.

No Visitors present.

Council reviewed a list of future meetings.

A motion by Joel Dahl to close the City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

A motion by Shawn Myers to open the Closed Executive Session. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried at 8:08PM
