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A Work Session of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, May 21st, 2019, 5:30 PM, at the Cottonwood City Hall with Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, Shawn Myers, and Mayor Corey Moseng present. Also present was Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Bookkeeper, Samantha Judovsky; Public Works Technician, Randy Fenger; Public Works Technician, Al Olsen; Sambatek Engineer, John Mazzitello; Insurance Agent, Derek Dahl; and Citizen, Josh Fragodt.

The council discussed information pertaining to the 2011 Televising Report of the Cottonwood Sanitary System and what John’s thoughts were on the immediate concerns that should be addressed. John indicated that after reviewing the report and videos, he found 14 sections from manhole to manhole that are in need of immediate attention. 

The council also discussed the April 25th meeting memo from John pertaining to the order that each infrastructure area should be addressed. The order of importance starts with addressing the sanitary system and storm sewer system first, followed by the water system and streets.

The unanimous agreement amongst all parties was to formulate a work phase plan that would center around the 2011 Televising Report. The first area that will be immediately addressed are the 14 sections that are in critical condition with options of slip lining and grant opportunities being reviewed. The next immediate action will be on the second worst areas of sanitary sewer per the 2011 report, those areas will be televised and evaluated for the next phase of repairs. The final immediate action will be the inspection and logging of all manholes in the town so that they can be evaluated for repair. From there the plan will be built to continue new televising of the sanitary system in phases so that a work plan can be formulated. 

John is also going to research grant opportunities for infrastructure projects that could aid in repairs of the entire system.

Discussion also took place over the flooding issues that the community has experienced. John discussed the possibility of having the DNR install gate valves on the dam so that the lake levels can be controlled during heavy rain periods. This will also hopefully provide the ability to do routine maintenance on the ditches.
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
