CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES, MAY 7TH, 2019

A Meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, May 7TH, 2019, 7:00 PM, at the Cottonwood Community Center with Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, Shawn Myers, and Mayor Corey Moseng present. Also present was Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Accounting Clerk, Samantha Judovsky; Lyon County Sheriff Deputy, Adam Connors; Fire Chief, Dale Louwagie; Assistant Fire Chief, Jeremy Dieken; Cottonwood Resident, Kenneth Meyer; Cottonwood Residents, Dean & Jeanette Boerboom; and Tri-County News Reporter, Noah Lusti.

Mayor Corey Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

Council reviewed minutes from the April 16TH, 2019 City Council Meeting.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the minutes from the April 16TH, 2019 City Council Meeting. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0507 donations to the Cottonwood Ambulance Service.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve Resolution 2019_0507 donations to the Cottonwood Ambulance Service. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed Resolution 2019_0507A donation to the Cottonwood Senior Citizen Center.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve Resolution 2019_0507A donations to the Cottonwood Senior Citizen Center. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Council reviewed information on donating to the Lakeview Community Education Program.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to donate $500.00 to the Lakeview Community Education Program. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried

Council reviewed information regarding Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and questions that they had regarding the City’s response to the New Water Quality Based Effluent Limits and the timeline of action to remain compliant. Bliss explained that MPCA agrees that the Inflow & Infiltration issue is important to address as a long-term solution, but they believe that the City also needs to address the short-term problem now which would involve using the chemical Alum to treat the secondary ponds. MPCA also presented Bliss with the information regarding the general pond permits and if the City felt that it could meet the compliance standard. The alternative option would be to negotiate a compliance schedule that would allow the City time to work through the limit issues and formulate a plan before operating under the general permit. 

A motion by Mike Horner to negotiate a compliance schedule with the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Discussion took place over the contributing factors to the phosphorus limits and what measures can be taken to address the concerns with the general public. 

Council directed Bliss to follow up with a sample ordinance for sump pumps and I&I concerns, as well as to talk with the Agronomy Center and the Hardware Store on the types of fertilizer that is available and if it is phosphorus free.

Council reviewed information from Sambatek regarding their visit to Cottonwood. The information pertained to sanitary sewer, storm sewer, streets, fire hydrants, and water mains. There is a work session scheduled for May 21st at 5:30PM so that John from Sambatek can discuss the information with the Council in person and get an idea on the next direction that we want to move in.

Council reviewed information regarding the lift stations. Tri State Pump has finished all repairs with the Shoreview and Northwood Lift Stations and will be finishing the lift station on Main Street once the ground dries a little more. Tri State is also going to be replacing the bolts in the Main Lift Station Pumps as a cost-effective solution until the engineers and Council can meet for an infrastructure plan.

Council reviewed information from Mike Kuno regarding the 2016 Street Project. Duininck agreed to the retainage of the $7,000.00 for pavement issues. Mike recommended that the Council approve final payment to Duininck. 

A motion by Shawn Myers to make the final payment to Duininck for the 2016 Street Project. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Council reviewed a quote from Dakota Supply Group for the purchase of 75 fire hydrant markers in the amount of $2,010.75.

A motion by Joel Dahl to purchase the fire hydrant markers from Dakota Supply Group. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

Bliss presented the Administrator’s Report with information regarding a few properties in town that would receive notices from the Department of Health concerning public health nuisances. The public health violations will have a certain timeframe placed on them for correction, after that the City will have the ability to start the abatement process.

Council reviewed information on LED lighting for the city offices. The budget currently has $7,500.00 for carpet, Bliss is asking that $1,247.58 be spent on the lighting as it has a return on investment that can benefit the community. 

A motion by Shawn Myers for LED lighting to be installed in the city offices. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed financial information. Nothing major was reported other than the expenses that were associated with the repairs to the lift stations and Northwood Drive manhole.

Council reviewed the liquor license renewal for LeRoy’s. No discussion was needed.
A motion by Joel Dahl to approve the On Sale, Off Sale, and Sunday Sales Liquor Licenses for LeRoy’s. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried

Council reviewed the Special Permit for Alcohol on June 1st in the Community Center. The Community Center rental application was reviewed by city attorney, Mike Cable, and was found to be good to use. The alcohol that would be on the public property would be a few bottles of champagne for a bridal shower. No further insurance coverage would be needed for the small event size.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to grant the Special Permit for Alcohol on Public Property. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

City Council revisited a request from 210 Northwood Drive for a building permit to construct a 36’ x 40’ accessory structure. The proposed height of the structure was changed to fit the aesthetics of the primary structure. The side walls were to be 11 feet tall with a 5 foot by 12-foot pitch, the same as what is on the primary structure. Council reviewed the provided samples of siding and shingles that would be placed on the structure to match the primary. Council then addressed concerns with a resident about the positioning of the structure, whether it will follow the property line or sit in line with the house. Council stated that they would request that it structure be placed in line with the house but cannot enforce it as long as the property owner is abiding by the setbacks.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the building permit for 210 Northwood Drive and to request that the owner place the structure in line with the primary structure. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

City Council reviewed a request from 83 East 4th Street North for a building permit to move two accessory structures onto the property. The accessory structures met all requirements for the permit with a 26% impervious surface.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the building permit for 83 East 4th Street North. Seconded by Mike Horner. Shannon Geihl Abstained. Carried.

City Council reviewed a request from 81 Jalym Drive for a building permit to lay a 12-foot by 12-foot concrete pad onto the property. The concrete pad meets all requirements for the permit with a 22% impervious surface.

A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve the building permit for 81 Jalym Drive. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Deputy Connors presented the City Council with the latest incident report. Nothing major to report or discuss.

Fire Chief Dale Louwagie and Assistant Fire Chief Jeremy Dieken gave a brief update to the City Council on the Magellan Pipeline leak. 

Council reviewed requests from the fire department on the purchase of tools from Dave’s Electric Motor for $1,690.13 and Jeseritz Electric install of LED lighting in the Fire Hall for 5,695.20.

A motion by Joel Dahl to purchase the tools from Dave’s Electric Motor. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

A motion by Shawn Myers for the installation of LED lighting in the Fire Hall. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Council reviewed information on the financing from Ehlers of the new Ambulance.

Dean Boerboom presented information to the City Council regarding the City’s tiling system that runs into Sham Lake. There is a potential for all the contributors in the area to privately hire a tiling company to expand on the County tile that drains in to JD #10 and the City is being asked to financially contribute. There would be a redetermination of benefits that would decide what the cost would be to each contributor.

The City Council directed Bliss to find out more information on the tiling that is emptying into Sham Lake and why it is still active when we have Cottonwood Lake and the Ponds. 

Council reviewed a list of the monthly bills.

A motion by Mike Horner to pay the monthly bills. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.

No Visitors present.

Council reviewed a list of future meetings.
