NOVEMBER 5TH, 2019 MEETING MINUTES OF THE CITY COUNCIL

A meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, November 5, 2019, 7:00 pm, in the Cottonwood City Hall with Mayor, Corey Moseng; Council members Joel Dahl, Mike Horner, and Shawn Myers present. Also present were Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Public Works Manager, Randy Fenger; Lyon County Sheriff’s Sergeant, Adam Connor; Accounting Clerk-Bookkeeper, Samantha Judovsky; Advocate Tribune Editor, Kyle Klausing; and Ferguson Waterworks Representatives, Rick Robinson and Karen Olson.
Council member, Shannon Geihl, was absent.

Mayor Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve the October 8, 2019 work session minutes. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the consent agenda. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Ferguson Waterworks representatives, Rick Robinson and Karen Olson, presented information to the City Council pertaining to the two different styles of radio reads being quoted to the City of Cottonwood. The presentation included explanations of the meter warranties, the difference in the two meters, price comparisons, and the importance of accuracy in meter reading. It was discussed that current meters under the age of 5 years can be utilized with the radio reading software and would just need the head replaced. Council requested information on what the price comparison is of the meter heads versus the meter bodies, as well as what information Ferguson would need from City staff to get an exact quote.

City staff will get information on meter inventory, age, and flow capacity to Ferguson so that a final quote can be put together.

Follow-up information was provided to the City Council on the purchase of the Tract E land from Palmer Bus Service, the purchase price of $28,000 was approved by the Palmer Bus Service board and the Earnest Money Contract of Sale was done by Mike Cable.

Randy Fenger gave an update on the Public Works Department. The small water tower has been drained and winterized, the risers from Tri State have been installed on the two lift stations for flood mitigation, the storage building from the disposal plant is being redone to house the folding picnic tables, and the storm drains have been painted so that they are easier to find during the winter. Council was also updated on the City’s main Well; inspections are done annually but has not been done since 2008. 

Council asked Randy if he could get a price on a heater and pump for the small water tower. 

Bliss provided the Council with an Administrator’s Report on the continuing work on the infrastructure funding. There will be representatives from DSI and USDA Rural Development to discuss other funding options for the needed infrastructure work. Council was also updated on the new winter banners that are being designed by the Lakeview Art Class. The project engineer for MasterBrand, John Wollenmann, has contacted the City about donating items from the Norcraft Building to the City departments. Items that can be used have been documented and a request will be drafted for presentation to the corporate office.

Council reviewed the Profit & Loss Budget Performance financial report, the report was well like it just needs to be tweaked to better reflect the actuals versus budgets.

Council reviewed the incident report from the Lyon County Sheriff’s Office.

Council reviewed the Fire Department Meeting Minutes for November.

Council reviewed the Ambulance Service Meeting Minutes for September.

Council reviewed building permit 2019_29 for a 8 x 12 addition at 670 West 1st Street South.

Motion by Joel Dahl to approve building permit 2019_29. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Council reviewed building permit 2019_30 for a prefabricated shed from Dakota Storage Buildings at 70 Northwood Drive.


Motion by Mike Horner to approve building permit 2019_30. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Council reviewed two estimates for the inspection and possible repairs of the main Well $8. The estimates were provided by Thein Well and Ervin Well Company with Thein Well coming in at a lower estimate. The estimate would include labor to pull the Well pump, perform the inspection, replace the pump (if needed), replace piping (if needed), and televise the Well #8. Thein Well also provided the City with a preventative maintenance contract that would take place on an annual basis. 

Council discussed having Thein Well order the necessary pump so that it is on hand to replace if needed as well as moving forward with the preventative maintenance contract with Thein Well.

A motion by Joel Dahl to approve estimate from Thein Well. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried. 

A motion by Mike Horner to have Thein Well order the needed pump and replace it when they are on site. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the preventative maintenance contract with Thein Well. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed the sump pump permit requests from two individuals. No further action needed at this time.

Council reviewed information on the televising of the Sanitary Sewer System, the information will be held until the meeting on November 19th so that it can be discussed with the USDA and Sambatek. 
Council reviewed the estimate for the purchase of Air Pack Cylinders for the fire department totaling $20,751.90. The Air Packs are budgeted for and donations have been received for the purchase. 

A motion by Mike Horner to approve the Air Pack Cylinder purchase from Municipal Emergency Services. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Council reviewed documents from Ehlers that provided information on a Financial Management Plan, Utility Rate Study, and Debt Management Study. The information will be discussed with the USDA at the November 19th meeting.

Bliss presented the Council with a proposal from Charter and Voip 59 to switch all the facilities over to Charter Internet and a Voice Over IP System, the switch would save close to $900 next year from what Frontier currently charges for poor internet service. 

Motion by Joel Dahl to approve the proposals from Charter and Voip59. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.

Council reviewed the monthly bills.

A motion by Mike Horner to approve bill payment. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Council reviewed a list of future important dates.

A motion by Shawn Myers to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried at 9:30pm.
