[bookmark: III. APPROVAL OF SEPTEMBER 17 MEETING MI]SEPTEMBER 17, 2019 MEETING MINUTES OF THE CITY COUNCIL
A meeting of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, September 17, 2019, 7:00 pm, in the Cottonwood City Hall with Mayor, Corey Moseng; Council members Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, and Shawn Myers present. Also present were Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Bookkeeper, Samantha Judovsky; Public Works Manager, Randy Fenger; Lyon County Sheriff’s Deputy, Dustin Demuth; Lyon County Commissioner, Gary Crowley; and Marshall EDA Director, Tara Onken.
Mayor Moseng called the meeting to order and led in the Flag Pledge.

A motion by Shawn Myers to approve the September 3, 2019 minutes. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.

Commissioner Gary Crowley informed the City Council on the current status of Lyon County Recycling. The Council was informed that at the Commissioner’s meeting a date of September 30th was set for a public hearing. Commissioners also motioned for the purchase of a new truck that will have multi-purpose use and received an update on the status of the roll offs that were purchased. Council was also updated on the motion made by the County Commissioners to received Request for Proposals to continue curbside recycling pickup, to service the drop sites, and to service recycling until November 1st.
Council discussed the financial assistance request from the potential purchasers of the vacant Norcraft Building. Council weighed financial options such as tax abatement and low interest loans. Commissioner Crowley and Marshall EDA Director Onken discussed with Council the funds that would potentially be available at the County EDA level. The purchasers would be looking for a $60,000 savings per year for the first three years of operation.
A motion by Mike Horner to earmark $60,000 per year for three years including the drafting of a developer’s agreement between the purchasers and the City. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.
Randy Fenger gave an update on the Public Works Department that included the status of John Nilges, water shut offs, Lindsay Court, and street sweeping. The Public Works Department is also working on jetting sewers.
Bliss provided the Council with an Administrator’s Report on fall cleanup day set for September 21st, riparian placement on the Cottonwood-Ditch 69 inlet, and bank reconciliations. Bliss also updated that she will be working with the Master Gardeners of Lyon County to do work at the City Park for beautification.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Council reviewed the incident report from the Lyon County Sheriff’s Office. Council reviewed the Fire Department Minutes for September. Council reviewed the DNR Grant information from the Fire Department. Auditor Dick Holmberg presented the 2018 Audit.
Council reviewed building permit 2019_25 for a 8 x 14 concrete pad at 143 West 5th Street North. Motion by Joel Dahl to approve building permit 2019_25. Seconded by Shannon Geihl. Carried.
Council reviewed building permit 2019_26 for a 12 x 16 prefabricated shed and deck addition at 22 Shoreview Drive.
Motion by Shannon Geihl to approve building permit 2019_26. Seconded by Shawn Myers. Carried.

Council reviewed the quote received for the construction of the bypass equipment at the main lift station. The quote came in from Gridor Construction at $50,000 which was close to $30,000 more than what was anticipated by Sambatek.
No awards were presented at this time for the bypassing at the main lift station.

It was brought to the attention of the Council that there is a visibility problem at the County Road 10 railroad tracks for the Palmer bus drivers. Mayor Moseng requested to move forward with contacting BNSF so that trimming can be done at the intersection. Council directed Mayor Moseng and Randy Fenger to continue the process of tree trimming along the railroad tracks.
Bliss provided an update on the main lift station project. It was recently discovered that the land in which the new lift station would be constructed on does not belong to the City of Cottonwood. At some point the parcel of land was sold to Palmer Bus Service. Council directed Bliss to contact Palmer Bus Service to find out if the land would be available for buy back.
Council reviewed wage and salary study information from the League of Minnesota Cities so that Cottonwood can establish a wage scale for all employees.
Council reviewed the request for Sophie Houston to join the Cottonwood Ambulance Service. A motion by Shannon Geihl to approve Sophie Houston. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried.
A motion by Shawn Myers to approve bill payment. Seconded by Mike Horner. Carried.
A motion by Mike Horner to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Joel Dahl. Carried at 9:00pm.
