[bookmark: _GoBack]A work session of the Cottonwood City Council was held on Tuesday, September 17, 2019, 5:30 pm, in the Cottonwood City Hall with Mayor, Corey Moseng; Council members Joel Dahl, Shannon Geihl, Mike Horner, and Shawn Myers present. Also present were Clerk-Administrator, Teather Bliss; Bookkeeper, Samantha Judovsky; Marshall EDA Director, Tara Onken; and owners of Cattails. Council discussed with Cattails what their expectations were for the Cottonwood City Council. The expectations laid out were financial aid of some sort for the first three years so that the company could focus on building the company. The upfront costs were going to be substantial and aid around $60,000 per year would help. The amount could be made up through taxes, loans, interest rates, or a combination of items. Tax abatement through the City and County were discussed but would not be possible until 2021 payables because of already set valuations for 2020 payables. Bliss would check with United Southwest Bank on loans and interest rates, research grants, and other financial avenues. Myers would speak with North Star on potential funding. Council would further discuss the matter in their regular council meeting at 7:00pm.
